3. Check Renweb and make sure all of your assignments and quizzes for the second 9 weeks are current.  If they are not, download the worksheet, complete it and turn it in.  If you have missed a quiz, see me for a make up quiz.  Late and missing work is your responsiblity not mine. 

4. Remember, the final exam is worth 15% of your final grade.
