The size of the space provided for the answer is a subtle clue as to how much you will need to write.  YOT mean “your own thoughts.”  All other answers come either from the text, commentary, or other reference.
  Also, remember, these work sheets are an encounter with Scripture, so even though it is an academic assignment, the Holy Spirit could use the material to do your soul some good! 
1. It is easy to look at the nasty people in Romans 1 and pass judgment.  2:1-4 tells anyone who says to the people in Romans 1 “What you are doing is wrong.” that in fact, what they are doing is wrong too.  What does this mean?
2. 2:5-11 contains some confusing statements.  Based on chapter 1 and what you have already read in chapter 2, what exactly is “doing good” (see vs 7) and what is meant by “…. who does evil” in verse 9?
3. When Paul is talking about the “law” in verse 12, what is he talking about?

4. How does the concept of “General Revelation” help us make sense of 2:12-16.  Is Paul being a relativist in these verses?
5. What does Paul mean when he says in verse 20 that the law is the “embodiment of knowledge and truth?”
6. In 2:17-25  Paul launches a series of blistering questions.  To whom is he speaking?  The readers or someone else?  What does he want the readers to conclude?
7. The mark of circumcision showed that Jewish man that he was part of God’s special nation, special people and special plan.  What does Paul say about the value of circumcision  vs being uncircumcised?

8. Summarize this chapter in 2 or no more than three sentences!  (YOT)
