1. Read Romans 6:1-10.  Paul talks about being “dead to sin.”  What does he mean, and why might this be a hugely important concept in understanding the Christian life?  Cite at least one commentary.

2. Based on what you wrote in the question above, what is Paul talking about in Verse 11-12?  How does one do this?  Give some real-life examples (some means more than one!).  Cite a commentary

3. Paul uses slavery as illustration in 6:16-23.  Compare and contrast slavery to sin and slavery to righteousness.  Illustrate what you are talking about with real life examples.

4. HINT Romans 7:1-3 is NOT a teaching about marriage and divorce.  What is Paul trying to teach us in Romans 7:1-6?  Cite a commentary

5. You will probably need a commentary to help you with this.  In 7:7-25 is Paul:

a. describing himself before he was a Christian?

b. describing himself as a Christian?

c. describing a person (himself or anyone else) who is a Christian but trying to follow rules?

Skillfully defend your answer.
