1. 9:1-5 From what you learned long ago about what was going on in Rome, and presumably the church at Rome too at the time of Paul’s writing, why do you suppose Paul is so concerned about the nation of Israel?

2. See Rom 4:9-17 for help in answering this question.  In 9:6-15.  The imaginary questioner is asking “Did God’s word fail?”  Paul points out that that it did not fail.  Why?
3. What does 9:10-14 mean? (Good luck with that!)

4. Take a good look at 9:19-30.  Do you think God is talking about the salvation of individuals OR God’s choosing a group of people to do his will?  Intelligently defend your answer.

5. 10:1-4  What was Israel’s BIG problem?
6. 10:5-13  contains a very familiar passage.  In verse 8 Paul quotes Deuteronomy 30:14.  How does what he says in Rom 10:9-10 relate to what Moses was saying in Deut 30:14?  
7. 10:5-13 cont.  How is that Jews and Gentiles are exactly alike?

8. 10:14-21  How does this passage compare with what we saw in Romans 1 about God seeking and speaking?

9. Based on chapter 11, why are the gentiles in the Roman church lucky, and why should they not get proud?

10. From an eschatological perspective,  what does chapter 11 say will happen to Israel?
