Romans Reading Instructions
Keep this in your “Romans” booklet.


As you read the text, bracket <       > passages that teach some doctrinal truth.  Then, in the margin, label each passage for what it teaches.

Below are the doctrines you are looking for.  Label the texts with the bolded letters.
1. Theology Proper (the study of God)

2. Christology (the study of Jesus)

3. Pneumatology (the study of the Holy Spirit

4. Anthropology (the study of humankind)

5. Harmartiology (the study of sin)

6. Soteriology (the study of salvation)

7. Angelology (the study of angels and demons)

8. Eschatology (the study of the “last things”)

9. Bibliology (the study of the Bible)
10. Ecclesiology (the study of the church)

Example:

You might bracket Romans 1:1-4 and mark it Christ since it teaches us about Jesus

You might bracket Romans 1:5-6 and mark it Ecc since it talks about belonging to Christ.  You could also mark it with Sot.

Don’t slack off on this

NOTE TO UNDERACHIERVERS:  Virtually every paragraph furthers our understand of some doctrine. Your annotations should reflect that reality.

NOTE TO OVERACHIEVERS:  Virtually every verse teaches something, and many make reference to a number of things.  Do not obsess over the passages.  Mark what is the most obvious to you and move on.  Your challenge will be to keep moving.  You don’t have to parse the various shades of meanings and inferences.   If you take more than 15 or 20 minutes per chapter you are taking too long.
