Dear Parents:

Thank you to many of you who attended the senior trip meeting this past Monday.  This follow-up letter is now the final call to action to sign up your senior for this year’s trip.  Everything we passed out on Monday is on the senior trip website (trip itinerary, payment coupons, parental consent form, health care information) as well as the senior trip requirements letter that was sent to you earlier in the year.  I always like to say that Repetition is the key to learning, so here are some things that bear repeating:

DATES—We will be departing on Thursday, March 18, 2010 and returning on Thursday, March 25, 2010.  (Seniors will not be required to be at school on Friday, March 26 and Spring Break is the following week of March 29.) 
Passports— Immediate Attention Required.   Passports are REQUIRED for all persons traveling to the Dominican Republic.  Your child will not be allowed on the plane without this. We need to have the same name on the airline tickets as is on one’s passport.  If your student’s name will be different on the passport than we have on file here in RenWeb, please notify the high school office.
Immunizations—Check with the Health Department and/or your family physician.  If your basic immunizations are up to date, you should be fine.  Some things to think about…more and more shots are being required by colleges (Hepatitis B, etc.) so while they may not be necessary for our trip, you may want to get them early. Be sure to check out the Center for Disease Control Web Site at www.cdc.gov.  Go to “Traveler’s Health” and then select by country, the Dominican Republic.  Remember, Score International has staff and local missionaries on the scene who will be our best source of information.  Also, see the Health Care Information for the Senior Trip document on our website.
Parental Consent and Medical Release Affidavit—Be sure to complete and notarize this form.  Jodie Adkins, a secretary at Grace Brethren Church, is a notary.  Her hours are Monday to Friday, 8:30 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. and she will be glad to notarize your form.  Be sure to call first (410-4249)! Lost that form already????  It’s on the website!

Payments—The first $300 payment is due October 15, 2009. Paying this deposit registers your senior for the trip.   If you are in need of some financial assistance, please contact Tom Anglea at:   tom.anglea@gracebrethren.org 
Web Site—There is a web page that will be your clearing house for information about the Senior Trip.  You can access it from the WCHS web page of www.worthingtonchristian.com.  Click on “high school” and then connect with the “Senior Trip” link from there.  You will find a list of frequently asked questions (FAQs) and other information about the trip, passports, immunizations, payment coupons, and deadlines, etc.

Conduct—Review the letter from Tom Burns and Tom Anglea.  The letter is posted on the web page.  Your senior’s conduct and his /her Community Life Grade impacts one’s eligibility to participate.
Pray—Each year we have seen God do incredible things in our lives and the lives of our students and others on this trip.  We have a need for medical equipment and medical supplies, assistance in organizing our ministry teams, and then packing all of our supplies and ministry items.
