| want to be forthright in saying th#te Worthington Christian Senior Trip is predominantly a mission trip.
We have chosen to use the trip as a “ministry”figgperience, not only because we’re ambassado@host,
but also because serving the needy is both meaniagfli enjoyable. While we will still travel to @dina
Island for a wonderful day at the beach, and thdesits will have ample time to walk down to thealdeeach,
our main focus in going is to carry the loving Gelspf Christ to this impoverished area. We will@rasize
raising money to feed the hungry. We will preploeg in advance to work with children whose native
language is Spanish. We will train students toknadongside American physicians in medical clin®seing
patients who may have never had a health checkSupply put, we believe that serving God will bgograble
and meaningful.

Traveling to an area like the Dominican Republiesl@arry some unique challenges. These have léd us
rethink some of our purposes and plans, resultirggfew policy changes toward the trip. In thisde | would
like to explain each of these to you and inviterystudent to participate in the senior trip.

First, there is no “ministry hour” requirement thail allow a student to attend the trip. Inste#uls is the
ministry requirement for the senior trip: each stotdwill be required taise some time outside of the regular
school day to prepare with their ministry teamtfoe trip. It may be as simple as preparing a “stlapplies
drive” at the elementary school, or as complex r@paring their minds for assisting a doctor; consedjy,
we’re all working together to get ready for thigtr

Second, the Dominican Republic is an environmerth vaiccess to alcohol and tobacco products for our
students. Any legal drinking age is regularly iggtbby the bartenders. Students who would not keelefal
drinking age in the U.S. will have access to al¢ahdhe Dominican. With that in mind, we will haable to
allow any student to attend the trip who has drugloohol violations in their student disciplindefi The
temptation for those who struggle with addictioriastoo great, and there is no feasible way to itnomvery
potential action on the trip. We have arranged ynaihthe rules for the trip to safeguard againsbhbl
consumption as much as possible; neverthelesadargtwho desires to get it will be able to do sthwelative
ease. (We no longer travel to a resort for a daydo we leave the SCORE complex after dinner; bbtihese
policies provide greater safety for students.)

Furthermore, it has become necessary that we glagrtulate expectations when it comes to the ghunents
for violating these rules. Any offense in the Daman Republic involving alcohol or tobacco willroaan
automatic, instant return home at the family’'s edggeand a minimum punishment of a ten-day suspensi
from school. This is an area where we cannot dfforbe tolerant. We realize that many familiel have
different standards on issues involving tobacco @ndhol. However, for this trip we must insistttlyau set



those familial preferences aside and submit toetls¢@ndards, as there will be no negotiating omcefi@nse
has occurred.

Third, the last requirement for senior trip eligtyi will be tied to the Community Life Grade whids a
reflection of an individual student’s willingness tomply with the regulations placed upon them. mhtter
how spiritedly they may disagree with those regares, we will use it as a barometer of the studecépacity
to participate in the senior trip. With that inndj any student who has a failing grade on them@anity Life
Grade in any grading period prior to leaving fog thp will be ineligible to travel. This policypalies from the
beginning of the school year.

Finally, please attend an informational meetingvonday, September 28n the AC auditorium at 6:00 p.m.
This is primarily a meeting for parents, but sesiare certainly welcome. Even if you are undecieléaning
toward not going on the trip, please attend thigting; in no way does it obligate you to go on tie, but it
does help to fully inform you of the trip detailsfbre you make a decision to commit or not. Wedlable to
answer any questions that you may have aboutithattthis time.
